LPA FUTURES COMPETITION 2019 - TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1) ELIGIBILITY

ENTRANTS MUST:

i) Be over 18 years old.

ii) Be based within the UK.

iii) Be emerging talent i.e. actively engaged in seeking a career as a professional/commercial photographer and beginning to gain recognition in the industry.
iv) Only submit work that was produced after November 2014.

WINNERS MUST:

i) Agree to enter into the LPA contract (standard photographers/agents contract), which will be provided to all shortlisted photographers who make it through to Round 2 of the judging process.

ii) Provide at least 1 printed portfolio once selected. Edit and advice on presentation to be provided by LPA. (Prizes include discounts on the above)
iii) Have/or agree to have a website. Edit and advice on presentation can be provided by LPA once selected.
iv) Invest their time and a nominal amount of marketing funds towards promotion over the 2 year contract period (May 2019-May 2021), details and costs to be discussed before signing LPA contract and are minimal.
2) ENTRY PROCEDURE

To enter the Competition please submit a total of 20 images (no less and no more) via email to futures@lisapritchard.com. Please only submit work that you feel demonstrates a consistency in your style and is potentially relevant commercially, for example to brands and businesses, advertising and design agencies. Please see the LPA website for more specific examples of commercial work by the LPA photographers and past and current LPA Futures winners.
You will receive confirmation that your entry has been received. 
There is no entry fee.

3) ENTRY FORMAT

JPEG, 72 dpi, A4, RGB – e-mails should not exceed 5MB. All files must be named by number (01-20) e.g. 01.jpeg.

It’s essential that all images can be reproduced to 20”x 30”, 300 dpi, CMYK for the LPA Futures exhibition. 

4) JUDGING PROCEDURE

ROUND 1

A panel of industry judges as specified on the Call for Entries will select a shortlist of photographers online to go through to Round 2.  

All shortlisted photographers will be contacted via email by 15th March 2019. Please note unsuccessful entrants will not be contacted.

ROUND 2

A live group discussion will be held by the judges to decide the 5 winners. The final 5 will be contacted via email and/or telephone by 29th March 2019.  
The judges’ decision is final and no further discussion will be entered into.

CRITERIA

The goal is to select 5 photographers who demonstrate the potential to be successful commercial photographers. 

We are looking for emerging photographers who have the potential to gain commissions from communication agencies and businesses directly to advertise and promote their products and services. In our experience, photographers who succeed in this area have a recognisable or 'signature’ style, their work has a strong identity and often evokes an emotion or a mood. Aside from having a good eye and being technically faultless, good commercial photographers have a certain something that makes their photography memorable and engaging, whether that's defined by an aesthetic or a subject matter, or both, the viewer often finds something in the images that resonates and that they can connect with. 
We are judging the photography on the portfolio of 20 stills images we have asked the photographers to submit. If the photographer also shoot moving image, that is something that we can also promote during the 2 year representation period and can be mentioned in the entry form if you feel relevant. However we won’t be selecting the 5 winners based on moving images at this stage. 
5) THE WINNERS

Upon signing the LPA Futures contract, photographers will be represented by LPA Futures for a period of 2 years, subject to the terms of the LPA contract. The winners’ work will be displayed in the LPA Futures exhibition, which will be introduced to the industry for the first time at a private view in May 2019. LPA will contact the 5 winning photographers via telephone or email by 29th March 2019; please note unsuccessful entrants will not be contacted. Should any of the selected photographers circumstances have changed, we will ask the judges to revote to replace them. 
6) THE PRIZES

In addition to representation with Lisa Pritchard Agency for a 2 year period, all winners will receive the following prizes:

- £250 worth of lighting hire and a training course from Direct Digital, plus a further 20% off lighting/camera hire and background purchases for 1 year. (June 2019-May 2020)
- £250 voucher towards a bespoke Portfolio Case from Delta Design Studio.
- £1200 against studio hire at Holborn Studios. 
- A 50% discount on portfolio prints from MPrint.
- 1 hour of free legal advice from Swan Turton LLP. Please note this legal advice must be related to photography in some way. 

- £250 voucher towards insurance from Williamson Carson.

- Free exhibition prints from Metro Imaging for the Futures 2019/2021 exhibition 
- Copies of Lisa’s books- ‘Setting up a Successful Photography Business’ and ‘Running a Successful Photography Business’ (published by Bloomsbury)
All prizes must be redeemed within the 2 year Contract period.

*All entrants will also receive a 20% voucher code from Metro Imaging Ltd. This gives the entrants 20% off the costs of all printing services across Metro’s online Self-Service system and is valid until Feb 28th 2019.  
7) COPYRIGHT/USAGE OF IMAGES

Copyright remains with the photographer at all times. All work must be the photographer’s own original work. The selected 5 photographers must have the full right to allow their work to be reproduced in the LPA Futures exhibition and associated press, publicity and promotional material in all media worldwide, including but not limited to the LPA blog, social media and website plus external press and publicity for the Competition. LPA may crop the image to fit the design. Each entrant warrants that they own the entire copyright worldwide in their work and that all necessary model releases and other third party clearances have been obtained so all images can be used for the promotional purposes outlined above. Images by entrants not selected will not be used for publicity without prior written consent. There will be no additional usage of images by winners without prior written consent. 

8) INDEMNITY 

Entrants agree to indemnify Lisa Pritchard Agency against all expenses, damages, claims and legal costs arising out of their breach of any of the warranties in paragraph 7 above. 

9) PRINTS

For each of the winning photographers, LPA will select 4 images from the initial 20 images submitted: these will be showcased at the LPA Futures launch followed by a touring exhibition.
